4 garlic cloves, peeled

1 10 oz. can diced tomatoes with green chilies
½ 4 oz. can green chilies
1 15 oz. can Southwest style corn, drained
1 avocado, chopped
1 ½ oz. Monterey Jack cheese, shredded
2 cups tortilla chips
Salt & Pepper

Directions:
In a large stockpot combine chicken, chicken broth, onion and garlic. Cook over a medium
gas flame for 25 minutes or until chicken is tender. Remove chicken and garlic cloves from
stockpot, reserving the broth. Bone the chicken and cut into bite-sized pieces. Return
chicken to broth and add lime juice, canned tomatoes, green chilies and corn. Simmer 20
minutes over a low flame; salt and pepper to taste. In 6 individual bowls place avocado,
tortilla chips, and cheese; spoon soup into bowls. If desired, additional lime juice may be
added. Makes 6 servings.
